Governor Cooper and Dr. Mandy Cohen spoke today addressing the new CDC guidance that was
released yesterday. While mandatory mask use has been lifted in many settings, only for those who
are vaccinated, NC is still requiring masks in schools. Therefore, staff and students will still be
required to wear masks everyday while in school buildings, since a large population of school age
North Carolinians are not vaccinated, and many are not eligible to become vaccinated. NC is also
requiring all those who are not vaccinated to continue to wear masks in all public settings.
